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Happy Thanksgiving for Your Pets

Thanksgiving is time to be thankful for our friends, our family, and our fur babies. But those fur babies won't be so thankful if we
don'ttake a few precautions for their own safety.

1. Turkey Talk. If you decide to give in to those begging faces, make sure the turkey piece is BONELESS. Cooked bones can
splinter and cause tears or obstruction in a pet's digestive tract.

2. Too Much of a Good Thing. Don't allow your pets to overindulge on any turkey goodies as they could wind up with a case of
stomach upset or diarrhea. Even worse, rich, fatty foods (turkey skins, gravy) can cause an inflammation of the pancreas.
Pancreatitis is a potentially life-threatening condition. One of the easiest ways to avoid trouble is to make sure your guests know
the pet rules and discourage them from feeding pets scraps from the table. It is helpful to keep your pet occupied in another room
with an appropriate chew toy or treat-filled Kong.

3. Trash Duty. Dispose of aluminum foil, plastic wrap, and wax paper from holiday foods. If your pet can get to it, he or she will lick
the food off foils or wraps and potential consume the material. The swallowing of such coverings can cause an intestinal
obstruction. And, please secure the garbage at all times. Our little pet scavengers can quickly get into the good smelling turkey
trash and risk eating things they shouldn't-including the string used to tie the turkey.

4. Stress-Free. Minimizing the stress of an animal means being aware of his daily routine and expectations. Maintain your pet's
regular feeding and exercise schedule and pay as much attention to your pet as usual so that he will not feel neglected or insecure
by all the Thanksgiving festivities. Also, providing a quiet refuge for your pet will give him a much needed !time out" from visiting
friends and family. Acomfortable crate is one solution; a room with a !Do Not Disturb" sign is another. Give your dog or cat time and
space to settle down or take a nap.

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Picture-Perfect Turkey

You spend a lot of time preparing your meal, your

home, and yourself for a big feast. Let the

Butterball® experts shed some light on how to
make cooking and preparation easy. Here are
some simple tips that will help you shine in the

kitchen.

1. If your turkey is frozen, thaw in the
refrigerator or in cold water. When the
turkey is completely thawed and ready to
cook, remove and discard the wrapper.
Then preheat oven to 325 degrees.

2. Remove the neck from the body
cavity and the giblets from the neck cauvity.
Then drain the juices and blot the cavities
with clean paper towels to remove excess
liquid.

3.  Just before roasting, stuff the neck
and body cavities lightly, if desired. DO
NOT OVERSTUFF. Then turn the wings
back to hold the neck skin in place and
return legs to a tucked position. No
trussing is necessary.

4.  Ahandy turkey lifter comes with each
Butterball turkey. Place this special string
cradle on a flat rack in a 2-inch deep, open
roasting pan, then place the turkey, breast
side up, on top and bring the loops up
around the turkey. Do this before putting
the turkey in the oven. When the turkey is
ready to be carved, use the loops as
handles to lift the turkey from the pan.

5. Insert an oven-safe meat
thermometer deep into the lower part of
the thigh next to the body, not touching the
bone.
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6. Brush the skin with cooking oil or
spray with cooking spray to prevent the
skin from drying. Further basting is
unnecessary.

7.  Wash preparation utensils and your
hands in hot, soapy water following contact
with uncooked turkey and juices. Make
sure to thoroughly clean work surfaces to
avoid cross contamination.

8. Roast at 325 degrees. For
approximate cooking times, see our
Roasting section. When the skin is light
golden brown, about 2/3 done, shield the
breast loosely with a piece of lightweight
foil to prevent overcooking.

9.  Check for doneness 30 minutes
before turkey is expected to be done.
Turkey is fully cooked when the thigh%
internal temperature is 180 degrees. The
thickest part of the breast should read 170
degrees and the center of the stuffing
should be 165 degrees.

10. When done, let the turkey stand for
15 to 20 minutes before carving.
