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Winter W eather Watch…For Your Pets
Winter weather makes it a perfect time to snuggle up i n front of a fireplace with a warm cat in your lap or a dog at 
your feet. But, before you do, take some time to learn how to keep those pets of yours as warm and comfortable as 
you are.
•  Cold weather can be hard on pets, just like it can be hard on people. After all, pets are just as accustomed to the 
warm shelter of the indoors as we are. Leaving your pet outside for extended periods of time can put your pets in 
danger of serious illness. If you have to take them out, stay outside with them. When you're cold enough to go 
inside, they probably are too.

If you absolutely must leave a pet outside for a significant length of time, make sure he has warm, secure shelter 
against the wind with plenty of bedding. Provide non-frozen water in a plastic bowl rather than metal.

Take your pet for a winter check-up before winter kicks in. Your veterinarian can check to make sure he doesn't 
have any medical problems that will make him more vulnerable to the cold. Conditions like diabetes, heart disease, 
kidney disease, and hormonal imbalances can compromise a pet's ability to regulate his own body heat. Animals 
that are not generally in good health shouldn't be exposed to winter weather for a long period of time. V ery young 
and very old animals are vulnerable to the cold as well.

If you light a fire or plug in a space heater to keep a room warm, remember that the heat will be as attractive to 
your pets as to you. As your dog or cat snuggles up to the warmth, keep an eye out to make sure that no tails or 
paws come in contact with flames or hot surfaces. Pets can either burn themselves or knock a heat source over and 
put the entire household in danger .

Repeatedly coming out of the cold into the dry heat can cause itchy , flaking skin. Keep your home humidified and 
towel dry your pet as soon as he comes inside, paying special attention to his feet and in between the toes. 

When you're outside with your pets during the winter , you can watch them for signs of discomfort with the cold. If 
they whine, shiver , seem anxious, slow down or stop moving, or start to look for warm places to burrow , they're 
saying they want to get back inside.

Dressing your pet in a sweater or coat will help to retain body heat and prevent skin from getting dry . But, you 
can't depend on it entirely to keep him warm. Pets lose most of their body heat from the pads of their feet, their ears, 
and their respiratory tract. 
Remember , if the weather's too cold for you, it's probably too cold for your pet. Animal companions should remain 
indoors as much as possible during the winter months.
